Last week, President Trump participated in a First Step Roundtable with Mississippi Gov. Phil
Bryant and law enforcement leaders. President Trump explained his support for the FIRST
STEP Act, a bill that will bring much-needed reform to America’s prison system. “I think we all
want the same thing,” the President said. “We want safer communities. We want people to have
better opportunities and a better life.”
 
The legislation, which is drawing strong bipartisan support, would enact reasonable
sentencing reforms to ensure fairness while keeping the most dangerous criminals off the
street.
